Members of SACRE heard a comprehensive report on the team’s Farmington work and congratulated them on their shared presentation. Comments / tasks /issues:
· What about managers who don’t know when staff don’t know what to do?  They don’t understand the difference between statutory requirement and National Curriculum.  Plan and produce an info page on RE for SLT, maybe doing this through SASH/CEO network/SPHA

LA Officer report –

JL met with the 3 councillors who questioned their role. They will take it in turns to attend a meeting.   They also asked: Where does LGBT fit into SACRE?  JL clarified that LGBT is not a focus for SACRE, other teams within the LA work on it.

£4000 of the £6000 budget is committed. There will be another LA representative joining SACRE, a Senior Standards & Excellence Officer (SSEO) who is responsible for curriculum.
