1. FOREWORD

Again, as with last year, I would like to offer my appreciation to all staff in our schools who continue to do a fantastic job in what has been a difficult couple of years. Last year I mentioned that we may be heading towards some kind of normal with the vaccination roll out. It’s taken a bit longer than anticipated but hopefully this year we can return to more what it was like pre COVID-19. 
2022-23 is the fifth year of the national funding formulae (NFF) for schools, high needs and central school services. The NFF was introduced to provide consistent funding throughout the country on a fair basis. Schools Forum agreed that Suffolk should continue to use the NFF for 2022-23.  All the factors used in our formula mirror NFF unit values, as agreed by Schools Forum except for the AWPU rates which are adjusted to take in to account any changes to non-pupil led factors and any transfers out of the schools’ block. Suffolk continues to use exceptional factors as agreed by the ESFA for rent and split sites where schools meet the criteria. 
Suffolk continues to see small increases to the overall Dedicated Schools Grant (DSG) allocation. Suffolk will see an approximate 3.3% increase in funding per pupil. On top of the increases to DSG funding the DfE have also committed (after the autumn 2021 spending review) additional funding through the schools supplementary grant. Indicative allocations for Suffolk suggest this to be in the region of £14.1m but more details will be known as we move towards the new financial year. This will be a separate grant in 22-23 and rolled in to the DSG allocations for 23-24. With this additional funding, in cash terms the increase in schools funding from 2021-22 to 2022-23 is 6.4%. Per pupil this works out at 6.1%.
Suffolk remains a low funded Local Authority. The underfunding of Suffolk schools is being consistently challenged at a national level by Suffolk County Council. We believe the children of Suffolk should receive the same level of funding as those in neighbouring and comparable authorities. We are extremely active in our efforts to secure fairer funding for Suffolk Schools and continue our campaign which will ensure that our children and young people are given the best opportunity to achieve their full potential. We are also an active member of the fairer funding group f40. Further information can be found by clicking the on the link: f40
High needs funding is increasing again with Suffolk seeing a 11.9% increase in funding which converts to £10.2m more than received in 21-22 (£3.4m of this is additional high needs block funding that was announced after the initial allocations were published). Overall £325m has been distributed to all LAs on the back of the autumn 21 spending review.
A large overspend against the High Needs Block is currently forecast for 2021-22, due to several factors such as the low level of funding received, increasing numbers of young people requiring support, complexity of need and sometimes, the lack of suitable local provision. To support the DSG deficit, Schools Forum agreed that 0.5% should be transferred from the schools block to aid the recovery over the coming years and I am very grateful to School Forum for agreeing to this transfer again in 2022-23. 
Thank you for all your hard work and let’s hope for a better 2022.

2. INTRODUCTION

The Dedicated Schools Grant (DSG) is spilt into four separate blocks. The blocks are: Schools, High Needs, Early Years, and the Central School Services Block. The DSG allocation from the ESFA for Suffolk is £591.1m (excluding High Needs Block funding for Academies and Free Schools) as set out in the table below:

Overall, £478.364m is available to distribute to schools through the schools’ block after adjustments for rates, slightly more funding for growth and the transfer of 0.5% to the High Needs Block (see allocations table at the top of page 5 for details). The overall % increase on 2021-22 for the total funding distributed to schools is 3.32%. With the additional £14.1m being allocated through the Schools Supplementary grant, in cash terms the increase in schools funding from 2021-22 to 2022-23 is 6.4%. Per pupil this works out at 6.1%. The budgets funded by the CSSB provide the services that fall under the on-going responsibilities, retained duties and central functions required of the LA, or are contributions towards service budgets for which no other funding is available. Suffolk’s CSSB for 2022-23 continues to see a further 20% reduction related to these historical commitments. A Schools Forum working group continues to work on the planned timetable of savings and service restructures to meet the budget reduction imposed by the ESFA. With these continued reductions to the CSSB and the overall DSG budget deficit because of overspending against the HNB allocation, Schools Forum agreed to a 0.5% transfer from the schools’ block to support the overall DSG strategy and recovery. Please see detailed table below of the allocations:
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3. SCHOOLS BLOCK
Pupil numbers are based on the October (2021) census; all other information used to calculate the budgets is provided by the government as a national dataset which the LA used in its calculations. The LA cannot change this data, even if schools believe it is incorrect, so it is important that schools prioritise and check any returns they submit to the government. The data is received by the LA as a percentage, which is converted to pupil numbers based on the numbers on roll. 
The schools national funding formula (NFF) has been updated for 2022-23 with new factor values and some technical adjustments. The key changes are: 
· The core NFF factors will increase by 3%, which includes the basic entitlement, additional needs factors and the lump sum. 
· The minimum per pupil funding levels and funding floor are increasing by 2%. This means that all schools will see an increase in their pupil led funding of at least 2% per pupil compared to their baseline.

· There are changes to the sparsity factor which aims to support small and rural schools. There is an increase of £10,000 to the maximum amount of sparsity funding schools can attract. Sparsity distances will be calculated by road distance, rather than straight-line ‘crow flies’ distance. A sparsity distance taper has been introduced so that schools just outside of the sparsity distance will attract some funding. This will benefit a number of our small and rural schools who have just missed out on the distant threshold for a number of years.
· The data on which pupils are eligible for Free School Meals Ever 6 will be taken from the October 2020 census rather than the January 2020 census, bringing the factor in line with how other factors are calculated.
· The 2019 data for early years foundation stage and key stage 2 assessment has been used for the Low Prior Attainment factor as a proxy for 2020 data following the cancellation of the assessments. 
· The payment process of schools' business rates, the business rates payment system for schools will be centralised and ESFA will pay billing authorities directly on behalf of state funded schools from 2022-23 onwards. Schools and local authorities will have access to the online business rates portal from 1 April 2022, where they will be able to view their rates bill and any payments. Schools are encouraged to check their bills and notify the billing authority of any errors. 
3.1  Basic Entitlement: Age Weighted Pupil Unit (AWPU)
This is allocated based on the October census numbers and is a per pupil amount. There are separate rates for primary (including reception): £3,180, KS3: £4,499and KS4: £5,075.  The AWPU amounts do differ slightly to the NFF values (as already mentioned) and this is the only factor where this occurs. AWPU is impacted by any transfers out of the schools block, growth differences, changes to non-pupil led factors and the minimum per pupil calculation where some of our schools do not meet the thresholds. 
3.2  Deprivation

Deprivation is calculated using FSM, FSM Ever 6 and IDACI and each measure attracts funding.
An element is allocated based on pupils eligible for Free School Meals (FSM). 
Two measures are used:
i) FSM - Schools receive funding for all FSM-eligible primary pupils through this factor.
ii)
FSM Ever 6 - Schools receive funding for all pupils who have been recorded as eligible for FSM at any time in the last six years (FSM6) through this factor.
IDACI is a relative measure of socio-economic deprivation: an IDACI ‘score’ is calculated for a lower super output area (LSOA, an area with typically about 1,500 residents) based on the characteristics of households in that area. The IDACI score of a given area does not mean that every child living in that area has particular deprivation characteristics: it is a measure of the likelihood that a child is in a household experiencing relative socio-economic deprivation. LSOAs are ranked by score, from the most deprived LSOA, with the highest score, to the least deprived LSOA.

The Department for Education then match IDACI data to pupils’ home postcode data recorded in the October 2021 school census in order to find their LSOA, and hence the IDACI band for each pupil in a school.

3.3  Low Prior Attainment (LPA)
Early years foundation stage profile (EYFSP) and key stage 2 (KS2) attainment data is used to work out how many pupils are eligible for funding through the LPA factor

· Primary Schools receive funding through this factor for all primary pupils who did not reach the expected level of development at early years foundation stage (EYFS). There is no EYFS data for pupils in Reception because they are assessed at the end of the reception year.

· Secondary Schools receive funding for all secondary pupils who did not achieve the expected level at KS2 in one or more of reading, writing and mathematics through this factor.
3.4  English as an Additional Language (EAL)
Pupils identified in the October census with a first language other than English may attract funding for up to three years after they enter the statutory school system. This is a cash sum of £565 for each eligible primary pupil and £1,530 for each eligible secondary pupil. 


3.5  Mobility
This is an optional factor that Schools Forum agreed should be used to support those schools that see increased pupil mobility. Mobility involves tracking individual pupils using their unique pupil reference number (UPN) through censuses from the past 3 years. If the pupils first census was spring (excluding reception pupils starting in January) or summer, they are classified as a mobile pupil. Pupils are not included that joined after the summer census or before the autumn census. This is because the first census these pupils are captured on is the October census. 

The EFSA believes that this methodology offers a significant improvement on the local methodologies that were used. The mobility factor will then allocate funding to those schools that have mobile pupils in each phase above a 6% threshold. All mobile pupils above the threshold will be allocated a per pupil amount at a rate of:

· £925 for primary

· £1,330 for secondary
3.6 Lump Sum

A fixed amount of £121,300 is paid to all schools; the amount is the same whatever the phase or size of the school and is in line with the NFF values. 
3.7  Sparsity
The maximum amount of sparsity funding schools can attract is increasing to £55,000 for primary schools and £80,000 for secondary and all-through schools. 
Schools’ sparsity distances will be calculated by road journeys, rather than the previous straight-line distance methodology. This will better identify schools that are remote and increase the number of schools eligible for sparsity funding. 
A new sparsity distance threshold taper will apply. This means that schools who aren’t currently eligible for sparsity funding as they are just below the minimum distance threshold, will now attract some funding. For primary schools, the minimum distance threshold is 2 miles, however schools with a sparsity distance of between 1.6 miles and 2 miles will now also attract funding. For secondary schools, the minimum distance threshold is 3 miles, but schools with a sparsity distance of between 2.4 and 3 miles will also attract some funding.

3.8 Split sites

The LA recognises that some schools operate where the main teaching base (excluding sports facilities) is on a split site and other schools do not have sufficient facilities available on the campus to provide a full curriculum, e.g. physical education facilities that are off-site. 
The criteria to qualify for the split site factor where the main teaching base (excluding sports facilities) is on a split site are:

· the sites are separated by a public highway

· the provision on the additional site does not qualify for an individual school budget share through the DSG

· A range of core education must unavoidably take place for a significant proportion of pupils in buildings on both sites

· Schools with remote sixth forms are not eligible for split site funding.

Schools that meet the above criteria receive a split site allowance of £50,000 per annum to contribute towards the additional costs associated with operating the main teaching base over a split site including administration costs (e.g. two reception areas), caretaking, IT costs and infrastructure and transport costs.

Schools which have a need to transport children to other physical education facilities (playing fields and sports hall) receive a split site allowance to contribute to the cost of travel. The allocation paid to a qualifying school is a block sum of £1,000 for a primary school and £5,000 for a secondary school.
Schools that meet the criteria to qualify for the split site factor where the main teaching base (excluding sports facilities) is on a split site will not be eligible for the split site funding to transport children to other physical education facilities (playing fields and sports hall).

3.9  Rates
Rates payment system for schools will be centralised and ESFA will pay billing authorities directly on behalf of state funded schools from 2022-23 onwards. Schools and local authorities will have access to the online business rates portal from 1 April 2022, where they will be able to view their rates bill and any payments. Schools are encouraged to check their bills and notify the billing authority of any errors. Further information will be issued to schools on this change in due course.
3.10 Exceptional factor – Rent

Rent is included as an exceptional factor in 2022-23. The DfE expect applications for exceptional factors to relate to fewer than 5% of the schools in an authority’s area (which applies to Suffolk) and to account for more than 1.0% of the school’s budget. 
3.11 Minimum per pupil funding levels (MPPF)
The NFF includes a minimum per pupil funding factor (MPPF), which sets a minimum per pupil funding that each school attracts through the NFF. This minimum refers to the level in £ of per-pupil funding schools attract through the NFF. These values are: 
· £4,265 for primary 
· £5,321 for KS3 
· £5,831 for KS4
82 schools are on MPPF down from 105 in 2021- 22. This means that every school receives the same per pupil levels of funding. The amount allocated through this factor to the 82 schools ranges between £2,034 to £307,734 with the average overall of approximately £76,600.
4. MINIMUM FUNDING GUARANTEE (MFG) 
For 2022-23 MFG has been set at +1.85% per pupil so schools can expect to see at least an increase of +1.85% per pupil. 
5. CENTRAL SERVICES SCHOOLS BLOCK (CSSB)

The CSSB provides funding for LAs to carry out a wide variety of central functions including statutory duties that are provided for all pupils in state-funded schools and academies. 

As stated above (in section 2 Introduction) the LA is required to make savings against the CSSB and a working group are taking in to account several options to ensure that services can still be provided to schools in the future. There will be further updates on the progress of this work through Schools Forum meetings during 2022.

6. DE-DELGATED SERVICES

Funding for de-delegated services is allocated through the funding formula to all LA maintained schools, but can be passed back i.e. de-delegated, so that the service can be provided centrally. This is a continuation from previous years and the services include:
· Contingencies - £11 per pupil primary. £9.68 per pupil secondary
· Staff costs supply cover - £1.50 per pupil
· Support to underperforming ethnic minority groups and bilingual learners - £1.91 per pupil
· Behaviour support services - £12.18 per pupil
7. HIGH NEEDS BLOCK
The high needs block supports the provision of pupils with SEN and disabilities (SEND), from their early years to age 25, and education for pupils who cannot receive their education in schools. This includes those pupils in mainstream schools whose provision costs more than £10k per annum to support and all pupils who are in receipt of specialist provision. 
7.1 Mainstream Schools (including Academies and Free Schools)
All mainstream schools who have pupils whose needs they believe will cost more than £6k + AWPU per annum to support can apply to the LA for additional high needs funding on a termly basis. 

Schools will need to apply and will need to confirm if any pupils have joined, left the school or have potential banding changes. 

Top ups are based on an assessment of the individual pupils needs and will be directly linked to that pupil. This funding will be paid each term as additional income and will not form part of the schools delegated budget. Therefore, this funding is not protected by MFG or constrained by the scaling back of gains.

Top Ups are paid on a termly basis:

· Spring Data – 
funding for summer term

· Summer Data – 
funding for autumn term

· Autumn Data – 
funding for spring term

7.2 Targeted Support Funding

2021-22 was the last year of the Targeted Support SEN Funding under its current calculation. The fund was set with clear expectations that additional funds are targeted only to a minority of schools which have particular difficulties because of their disproportionate number of pupils with SEND or high needs or their characteristics. Due to the significant increase in pupils being identified through the HTN return process as having additional needs (over a 50% increase in the past 2 years) and the number of schools now eligible has more than doubled, the policy and calculation needs to be reviewed.  As you will know our High Needs Block is severely under financial pressure which has prompted the review of the Targeted Support funding. Further information will be provided to those schools eligible under the new policy once finalised in the coming months.
8. EARLY YEARS BLOCK

Basis of EY Funding

At this point there are no planned changes to the EY Formula

9. PUPIL PREMIUM
This funding stream is in addition to funding allocated through the DSG. 
Eligibility and funding 

Pupil premium funding for the financial year starting on 1 April 2022 will be based on the October 2021 census. Pupil Premium rates in 2022-23 will increase by 2.7%. With the increased funding rates, total Pupil Premium funding is forecast to be its highest ever, in cash terms, in 2022-23 

Schools get pupil premium funding based on the number of pupils they have from the following groups.

Free school meals

Schools will now receive £1,385 for every primary age pupil, or £985 for every secondary age pupil, who claims free school meals, or who has claimed free school meals in the last 6 years.

Looked-after and previously looked-after children

Schools are still expected £2,410 for every pupil who has left local authority care through adoption, a special guardianship order or child arrangements order.

Local authorities get the same amount for each child they are looking after; they must work with the school to decide how the money is used to support the child’s personal education plan.

Service premium

The service premium is not part of the pupil premium as the rules to attract the service premium are different.

Schools will receive £320 for every pupil with a parent who:

· is serving in HM Forces

· has retired on a pension from the Ministry of Defence

This funding is to help with pastoral support.
a. Payment of pupil premium
The pupil premium will be paid to the LA through a specific grant. Once the grant has been received this will be distributed to schools. The grant will be received in quarterly instalments and passed on to schools.
The LA has not validated any of the pupil premium information. As the school census is a statutory return, the guidance on free school meal eligibility therefore has legal force. It is the individual responsibility of the school to ensure this had been adhered to.

b. Academies

Schools that are academies on 1 April 2022 will receive their PPG directly from the Education Funding & Skills Agency (ESFA). The LA will pay PPG to schools due to convert to academy status as set out below:

c. Looked After Children

The ESFA will allocate to local authorities in June 2022 a provisional amount of £2,410 per child looked after for at least one day, as recorded in the March 2021 children looked-after data return (SSDA903), and aged 4 to 15 at 31 August 2020.

The ESFA will update and finalise this allocation in December 2022 based on the number of children looked after for at least one day during the year ending March 2022, as recorded in the March 2022 children looked-after data return (SSDA903), and aged 4 to 15 at 31 August 2021. This may impact on some school allocations and result in adjustments.
d. Use of pupil premium
Education Skills and Learning (ES&L) has previously issued guidance for the effective use and accountability of pupil premium to narrow gaps in attainment and improve outcomes for pupils that are vulnerable to under achievement. The Government has stated that as a condition of the grant, schools need to publish details of their pupil premium allocation and spending plans in the current year on their school website. Schools also need to publish a statement for the previous year confirming total allocation and how the money was spent and the impact this had on educational attainment. 10. EARLY YEARS PUPIL PREMIUM
The eligibility criteria and the system for claiming Early Years Pupil Premium (EYPP) remains the same for eligible 3 and 4 year olds. Details of the EYPP eligibility criteria and the claim form can be found at: https://suffolklearning.com/early-years/schools-early-years-information/
11. DUAL PLACEMENT COST SHARING

The LA advises schools to transfer funding appropriately where pupils are in dual placements or transfer schools.
12. NATIONAL COPYRIGHT LICENCES

The licences included in the blanket licence remain the same for 2022-23. All the other licensing agencies require a single licence for each school.
13. UNIVERSAL INFANT FREE SCHOOL MEALS GRANT
All government-funded schools must offer free school meals to every pupil in reception, year 1 and year 2. 
At this point (February 2022) schools will continue to receive £2.34 per meal which works out at £444.60 per eligible pupil based on 190 school meals. 

For 2022 to 2023 academic year, the total allocation is based on the average number of meals recorded in the October 2021 and January 2022 census. The final allocations will be announced in June 2023.

Schools will receive two payments.

The first payment for 2022-23 will again be made on 7/12ths of each schools provisional main allocation. This will be paid to schools on subjective 85923 “Other Government Grants” and will be paid in June 2022.

The final main allocation for each maintained school as at 1 April 2023 minus the amount of the main allocation paid in June 2022. Any school that converts to academy status after 1 April 2022, and by 1 April 2023, will receive the remainder of its main allocation direct from ESFA.

14. DEVOLVED FORMULA CAPITAL GRANT (DFC) 
The overall capital funding settlement will remain at a low level for both the LA and schools. The priorities for LA maintained schools remain urgent Health and Safety condition work and place provision.
The DFC formula for 2022-23 will continue to be a national formula based on a fixed lump sum and the FTE of pupils aged 3+ to 17+ as recorded on the spring 2021 school census.

15. FINANCIAL PLANNING AND STRATEGIES

a. Medium Term Financial Planning

There is a continued need to plan in these financially challenging and uncertain times. 
There are four main reasons that schools should plan:
· To ensure school governors and leadership look at these issues and consider the implications for their schools.

· To think carefully and creatively about the future position of the school and look at options and risks.

· To provide information for decision making, especially around the cost of staffing and the need for schools to have effective, flexible, and affordable staffing structures.

· To enable the LA to assess risk and target intervention where it is most needed. 

b. School Budget Plan Toolkits
The toolkit will again remain unchanged in 2022-23. The budget estimate toolkit (optional tool that schools can use if they like) allows schools to calculate funding estimates for years two and three. It is based on current information rolled forward and will not guarantee funding as we do not know specific details of future funding arrangements as the settlements are for 1 year only.
c. 2022-23 Budget
Schools are required to update the budget plan page of the budget toolkit to confirm the prepared by / date of preparation and the date of the meeting at which the 2022-23 budget plan was approved.

The completed 2022-23 budget planning toolkit should then be returned by AVCO. Schools should use the following file path for this upload: \other\out\BudgetPlan.

d. Strategic, High Level Plans (Strategy Toolkit) for 2023-24 & 2024-25
Within the toolkit schools will also complete the 3 Year Budget plan with a detailed line by line budget for the following two years. This will be based on one realistic scenario.
Although this may be time consuming to complete initially, we believe it should reduce governor questions in the longer term and errors and therefore overall be time-neutral or have minimal impact.

The 3 Year plans will need to be signed off by Governors during the first half of the Summer Term 2022. A copy of the approved toolkit will need to be uploaded on AVCO by 30th May 2022.
