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Children of working parents could be entitled to 30 hours of
funded early education a week over 38 weeks of the year.

That's 1140 hours every year until they start school. Some childcare

providers offer fewer hours each week that can be taken over more

weeks of the year, known as a stretched offer. To be eligible for this

funding, parents must be working a minimum of 16 hours a week at the

National Minimum Wage.
